Accessories

Common accessories extend the
flexibility of the accelerometer families
often adapting to less than optimal
conditions. For instance, the variety of
adhesive mounting pads provide ground
isolation while permitting a reasonable
attachment in situations where tapping
a threaded hole is unacceptable. A
series of magnet mounts provides an
alternate solution if the structure is a
ferrous material. Also included in this
section are a variety of conversion studs
to accommodate a previous mounting
site with a different accelerometer with
different threads. Mounting cubes
provide a means of obtaining accurate
orthogonal measurements at a reason-
able cost.
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
